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ATTENDANCE  POLICY  

 
Meade High school will send an automated phone message 

to your home if your student is absent from class/school. 

Maryland law requires students between five and sixteen 

to attend school.  There are (4) lawful reasons for absence 

from school.   If your child is absent you must provide a 

note of explanation to the school within three days of your 

childôs return to school. Absences in excess of five con-

secutive days require a physicianôs note.  It is the studentôs 

responsibility to return the note to the attendance table 

located by the Healthroom.  If no note is received after the 

third day the absence is coded as illegal.  If a student re-

ceives three illegal absences in a marking period the stu-

dent will receive a failing grade for that class.  A student 

who is legally absent will be allowed to make up work 

within a limited number of days (equal to the number of 

days absent) and will receive credit for that work. Exam-

ples of legal absences: Death in the family, illness, reli-

gious holiday or suspension.  Any student that is illegally 

absent will be permitted to make up the work however no 

credit will be given.  A student who misses six or more 

days of school is considered ñexcessively absentò.  At the 

secondary level this may result in credit being denied for 

that semester. 

Athletic Attendance Policy 
 

All athletes must be in school for the entire day on a 

game /event day. If an athlete is absent any part of a school 

day due to a class cut or truancy, they will not be able to 

practice that day and they may not participate in the next 

game/ event. All absences must be coded to participate in a 

game/event.  Failure to bring in a note for an absence will 

be coded as an illegal absence(A21).

The SNOW PHONE : 410-222-5110 and 1-800-893-7080.  However, the SNOW PHONE  is the busiest phone num-

ber in the county on snowy mornings.  Because it is so busy, it is best to tune into the more popular radio stations 

in the metropolitan area.  

If there is no announcement about Anne Arundel County public Schools, then there is no adjustment to school 

hours.  

Decisions involving overnight storms are usually announced just after 5:00 a.m.  When appropriate, a decision will 

be placed on the air the night before but this is unusual.  

Announcements on emergency closing, early dismissals and late openings are made on major radio and television stations 

in the Baltimore, Washington and Annapolis areas, are posted across the top of the front page on the school systemõs web-

site (www.aacps.org), and are carried in local newspapers.  A òcode redó announcement means that school offices and cen-

tral offices are closed.  A òcode blueó announcement means that school office and central office employees may report to 

work two hours later when schools are closed to students and teachers.
